VFW – Type 2 Range Transition:
· - Put spreadsheet data here.
User Interface:
· If no {sect} ‘Select Section’ should be disabled
· If {First Step} ‘Select Step’ is enabled.
· Have button (toggle button – use: ButtonX, checked):
· Entire Procedure
· Entire Section
· Make button(s) invisible if {First Step} must be chosen
· Note – in vfw insert type 2 transition from a sub-substep (example 2a1, ‘to’ part) to a substep (example 2c, ‘range’ part) keeps the range part of the transition in the sub-substep list and points to the last sibling, rather than pointing to 2c in the example, it points to 2a3.  It does not use the ‘range’ part to 2c.

Business Objects/Internal code:
· Range type 2: On insert, support last sibling. If so, make ‘to’ & ‘range’ point to same first, i.e. ‘to’.  When using it, ‘range’ goes to last sibling.
· Note – only type 2 works this way. The other Range type (3) does not!
DataLoader:
Range - type 2: check for sequences to be same except for last character in the two range ids.  If found store as listed in ‘Business Objects/Internal code’ above.

If ‘ToSequence[instance 0]’ ends in ‘S’
RangeID is based on the first three characters of ‘ToSequence[instance 1]’  (HLS)
	Else
		If first two chars of ‘ToSequence[instance 0]’ match ‘ToSequence[instance 1]’
			RangeID = ToId   (last sibling case)
		Else
			RangeID is based on first three characters of ‘ToSequence[instance 1]’ (HLS)

Insert/delete Step:
With transition of range – type 2: verify that transition text gets updated when a sibling is added and removed.
Note – in vfw, if step is added in between the range, the transition text, if visible on screen, is not refreshed to reflect the addition step.  Exiting and reentering will reflect the additional step.
