Testing Requirements:
The testing here is to verify that clicking the disabled “Set All At Level” button in the Display Applicability tab does nothing at all.

· Use a database and a procedure set that is multi-unit such as Braidwood or Vogtle.
· Open a procedure and go to a step that has a high level RNO step or add a high level RNO step and enter text into it, then move off the step to save the text.
· Click on that high level RNO step and verify the Set All at Level button is grayed out.
· Click on the Set All at Level button and verify nothing happens (i.e. applicability does not toggle).

· Click on the high level RNO step and add some substeps at the same level (sequentials, or’s, etc – but they should all be at the same level).
· Verify the applicability is the same for each of the substeps.
· Click on one of the substeps and change the applicability, then click on Set All at Level.
· Verify the applicability is now changed to the same for each of the RNO substeps that were entered.
· Print the section and verify the information prints correctly for the selected unit printed.

· Find an AER procedure step with a sequential substep and hit enter to add a RNO substep.
· Enter text in the new substep and move off of it and back on. 
· Verify the Set All at Level button is grayed out.

· Verify “Set All At Level” button tool tip text is correct.

· Test when text is not saved in a step is saved when clicking on “Set All At Level” button or a Checkbox in Display Applicability settings.
· Select a high-level step.
· Open Applicability settings.
· Add some text to the high-level step.
· Now without moving off the step click a checkbox in the Applicability settings.
· Verify that the unsaved text is now saved.
· Select another high-level step.
· Add some text to the high-level step.
· Now without moving off the step click the “Set All At Level” button in the Applicability settings.
· Verify that the unsaved text is now saved.
