[bookmark: _Hlk167786851]This came out of working on "C2026-009 Reset Change Bars to Date of Last Approval" -- multi-unit was never fully considered with Change Bars. As such, there can be different Change Bar dates set per unit vs overall ---- overall is what will show in the UI vs per unit is what will be used while printing each unit.
Approval should be changed so that when a procedure is approved for a unit, it also sets the overall Change Bar date.

So, what currently happens is - a procedure starts out as single unit and it is approved at date x. Later on it becomes multi-unit. Unit 1 is approved at date y and Unit 2 is approved at date z. When you print Unit 1, it will use date y for Change Bars (which is correct). When you print Unit 2, it will use date z for Change Bars (which is correct). But currently in the UI, it will show change bars base off date x. This would be to change it so that in the UI, it would show change bars off the newest date (newest of dates y&z) moving forward.
