The Vogtle Alarms are set up differently than standard procedures/alarms – the HLS in Vogtle alarms is a section in other procedures.  The top continue message is shown when:
· A continued message will appear on the top of the page ONLY if the pagination occurs anywhere within the first level substep.  If, for example, the page break occurs between substep 3 and substep 4 as in example 2, no continued message will appear on the top of the page.
· If a continued message is needed, the continued message will include the first level substep number if it is a sequential substep, such as “5.  (continued)”.  If it is NOT a sequential substep, then only the word “(continued)” will appear.
· If a page break occurs between high level steps, such as before “Causes:”, then no continued message is needed.
