B2024-082 Remember Tabs Not opening in correct order: If PROMs is closed/opened with Remember Tabs, then 2nd time it opened some additional tabs opened and some pre-opened ones closed then when reopened again, it was not opening in the correct order.

B2025-043: Remember Tabs does not set the EditItem for the active window causing a PROMS crash when Spell Check.

------------

B2025-046: Devin found a bug with Remember Tabs when swapping between different versions of PROMS.

He found it opening EOP-E1 in vogtle data then closing PROMS then reopening a different version remembering tabs.  I was unable to reproduce - I was however able to track down the line of code that was likely the culprit.

I think it could have to do with some data inconsistency or something getting stuck in memory and swapping between different computers (if on different servers)

· Use any data.
· Close PROMS with a tab open.
· Open PROMS with opening previously closed tabs
· Go to Review->Spell Check  in the Ribbon and press the button (without first clicking on a step or anything else)
· PROMS should not crash

   B2024-082 (Remember Tabs Not opening in correct order)
· Can Use any data, but was found in the Farley Rev 3 Unit 1 ERPs during testing for C2020-049
· What was done previously to find:
I opened EEP-0, ESP-0.2, ESP-1.3, ECP-0.0.  I closed PROMS and re-opened PROMS.  They were in the right order.

I closed procedure ESP-0.2.
I opened ECP-3.2, FR-I.3.  These two procedures were at the end as they should have been.   I closed PROMS and re-opened PROMS.  They are NOT in the right order.  
Instead, they are:
EEP-0, ECP-3.2, ESP-1.3, ECP-0.0, and FRP-I.3.    They should have been EEP-0, ESP-1.3, ECP-0.0, ECP-3.2, and FR-I.3.
· As an additional test, should be able to open several procedures. Close and then Reopen PROMS with the remember tabs active. Then change the order of the open procedures (by drag/dropping the tabs at the top). Then close and reopen PROMS with the remember tabs active. The order should be what it was manually reordered to before PROMS was closed.


   B2025-046 (Spell Check Test)
· Was found opening EOP-E1 in vogtle data then closing PROMS then reopening a different version of PROMS (when Devin found this he was swapping between opening a copy of PROMS that was on the server and a copy that was on his local machine)
· Open a copy of PROMS that resides on the server, open EOP-E1 then close PROMS
· Open the same db but with a local copy of PROMS opening remembered tabs
· PROMS should not crash and produce an error log (if it cannot open a procedure, it should not open it and show a message box “Possible disconnected item”)
