In the RO Editor, it was found that editing ro fields and adding new items was not working consistently.   The saving of the changes does not always reflect immediately and sometimes not at all.

Generic External Release:
As part of the 2024 PROMS Upgrades, we have added an additional feature to the RO Editor to allow Cut/Paste (Moving) a RO within the same table. Multiple ROs can be selected by holding down the [Ctrl] or [Shift Keys] or a single RO can be selected. Paste (Move RO) can then be selected on the subgroup that you wish to move the ROs under.

Testing Requirements:
· Use any plants database – that has RO data.
· Note that needs tested:
· Both with an RO db using the standard access RO db and with an RO db using a sl RO db
· Multiple ROs can be selected by holding down the [Ctrl] or [Shift Keys] or a single RO can be selected.
· The currently selected item will remain blue and behave as normal for a currently selected item. If multiple items are selected, the previously selected items will have a green background.

· Only ROs can be selected for cutting, selecting a group/subgroup will not be included / impact the previously selected ROs. If an RO is clicked without the [Ctrl] or [Shift Keys] pressed, it will clear all currently selected and select only the item just clicked.
· To move right click on any of the selected ROs (with Ctrl still held down if selecting multiple) and select Cut (Move RO) – It will prompt the user to ask if they are sure they want to move the ROs.

· Select Paste (Move RO) on the folder you wish to move the item to.

· Some restrictions include:
· ROs can only be moved within the same table
· RO being moved must have the same fields in use as where it is being moved to.
· The RO must have values for the Accessory Page Access and those values need to be unique
· The RO must have a unique Menu Title when using the menu template for the location they are moving to.
· The RO must keep its original ID (i.e. despite moving, should still be able to properly link / have values updated in PROMS (as opposed to it converting to text when refreshing a RO.FST))
