When performing an Approval or a Reset Change Bars - It is possible for multiple events to fire at the same time causing data to be accessed while we are updating the data related to the change bars.

We can attempt to mitigate that by running different code for updating the change bars and refreshing the item if the procedure is open in a tab when doing the refresh.

N/A – This is related to new features that have not yet been released like Resetting of Change Bars. Prior to these changes, we did not attempt Refreshes --- requiring users to leave PROMS and get back in to see changes. There should be no visible / functional impact with these changes – they should simply make it less likely for a PROMS crash to occur.
