1. Click “Ok” to verity and replace the selected procedure.
1. The procedure in the tree view on the left should be replaced and the copied procedure SHOULD NOT open.

Copy and replace an an opened procedure.  (It was found there was an issue replacing procedures that were opened)
1. Select a procedure and right click to select “Copy”
1. Select a procedure you wish to replace and open it by clicking on it.
1. Right click to select “Replace Existing Procedure”
1. Verify that the confirmation message appears.
1. Click “Ok” to verity and replace the selected procedure.
1. The procedure in the tree view on the left should be replaced and the copied procedure SHOULD NOT open.
1. The procedure that was opened and is being replaced should close.


Copy and replace an unopened procedure where it is the only procedure in a folder.  (It was found that replacing a single procedure in a folder with only 1 procedure would not update the treeview)
1. Select a procedure and right click to select “Copy”
1. Select a procedure you wish to replace that is the ONLY procedure in a folder and right click to select “Replace Existing Procedure”

1. Click “Ok” to verity and replace the selected procedure.
1. The procedure in the tree view on the left should be replaced and the copied procedure SHOULD NOT open.

Copy and replace a step
1. Select any step and click “Copy Step” on the Home tab of the top ribbon.
1. Select the step you wish to replace, and click the “Paste Step” button on the Home tab of the top ribbon, select “Paste Replace” to replace the step.
1. The replaced step should be removed and the previously copied step should now be in that location.
