· Verify the export message pops up notifying that an export file of the same name exists.
· Select “Overwrite”
· Verify the file has been overwritten,

Test Rename
· Select the same procedure, right click and choose export.
· Verify the export message pops up notifying that an export file of the same name exists.
· Select “Rename”
· Verify the original file has been renamed, and the current procedure has been exported,

When exporting a single file, the file path will be preloaded, if an existing file of the same name exists, the user will be notified and presented with 3 options, cancel, overwrite, or rename.  Rename will take the existing export file and rename it, appending the modified date to the file name and will then export the procedure using the procedure name as the filename.  Overwrite will simply overwrite the existing file with the new export file.  Cancel will stop the process.
