This occurs when the table is fairly wide, so that the code was shifting the x location of the table too far to the right.  To fix this, if the table’s x location is less than or equal to 0, the x location is reset to 20, thus allowing the left part of table to be visible.  If there is step/table in the RNO column, the code was adjusting the y location so that the step/table doesn’t overwrite AER Ro table.
