When copying a section from one procedure set and choosing to replace an existing section in another procedure set, the section number is appended with "copy of".  There is no prompt to overwrite as with sections that you are copying.  If you are replacing a section, suggest a prompt "do you really want to replace the section", but do not append with "copy of". In addition, when you paste the section, PROMS automatically opens it.  It should not automatically open.

Found while creating the Version History folder for the Local Alarms in Vocal.  I created a new procedure set and a new procedure, then copied an existing Version History section from the Local alarms into the new procedure in the Version History for local alarms folder. Initially I just pasted the section.  After the procedure is created, I then copy the procedure (this is in the Local Version History folder) and paste it.   I go back to the Local alarms and copy another Version Summary section and replace it in the new procedure.   It replaces with the words "copy of" in the section number field.

Copy and replace an an opened procedure.  (It was found there was an issue replacing procedures that were opened)
· Select a procedure and right click to select “Copy”
· Select a procedure you wish to replace and open it by clicking on it.
· Right click to select “Replace Existing Procedure”
· Verify that the confirmation message appears.
· Click “Ok” to verity and replace the selected procedure.
· The procedure in the tree view on the left should be replaced and the copied procedure SHOULD NOT open.
· The procedure that was opened and is being replaced should close.




Copy and replace an unopened procedure where it is the only procedure in a folder.  (It was found that replacing a single procedure in a folder with only 1 procedure would not update the treeview)
· Select a procedure and right click to select “Copy”
· Select a procedure you wish to replace that is the ONLY procedure in a folder and right click to select “Replace Existing Procedure”
· Verify that the confirmation message appears.
· Click “Ok” to verity and replace the selected procedure.
· The procedure in the tree view on the left should be replaced and the copied procedure SHOULD NOT open.
