Testing Requirements:

· Use any database 
· Select Admin tools
· When the Admin tools pop up select “Delete” tab.
· In the Veproms tree select both procedures and Doc versions.
· Once you have finished click yellow bottom “Process Deletions”
· The Clean Annotations pop-up will appear.  
· In the Annotation titles select box click on different titles.  The delete count will return the number of annotations that will be deleted if the user proceeds with his selections.
· Once you find an annotation that has a positive count click the “Proceed?” button. (If you do not find any annotation counts > 0 then close the annotations pop-up and make more selections in the Veproms tree.
· The tool will remove the annotations.
· When the delete count returns 0 click on another title and then back on the title to which you deleted annotations to verify that the count now is 0.
· Repeat the previous sets as many times as you would like.
