Also, Dashes/Hyphens and Carets in RO TABLES were behaving differently in different data sets due to different fonts – this fixes so that carats when ConvertCaretToDelta is set in the format, will properly restore/store as Deltas.

Testing Requirements:
1. Testing B2024-003 – Updating RO Values inside a text Grid adding carat / dash

· Should test utilizing both Braidwood & Farley
· Insert a table into a PROMS step section.   
· Insert an RO into a table cell.   
· Open the RO Editor and modify the RO that's in the table cell adding a caret and/or dash into the RO value.   
· Create an RO.FST and update RO Values.   
(The dash / hypen and caret characters would previously insert as question marks within the table, but were fine in the Step Properties|/RO panel.   (if you reinserted the RO, it was good as well.))
· After this update, updating the RO should insert the dash / hyphen correctly when Updating RO Values.

· Should test that in addition to in the UI, the hyphen/carat should show properly in Print as well.

2. Testing B2023-113 – Restoring a deleted RO table column that has a hyphen in it.
· Delete the Column / row in the table containing the RO then navigate to a different step.
· Navigate back to the step and restore the table with the RO from the change history. It should contain the hyphen and caret instead of question marks.

3. Testing B2024-093 – Dashes/Hyphens and Carets in RO TABLES behave differently in different data sets due to different fonts.
· In RO Editor, Find/create an RO Table with hypens/carats in it
· Add the RO to a step in PROMS
· For both Braidwood / Farley, hyphen/carat characters should show correctly in both the PROMS UI / Print
